New students will require an EImwood art smock. They can be purchased in the Uniform Shop on
the third floor on Tuesdays after school. Please clearly label your daughter’s art smock, as they are
all the same.

BEFORE AND AFTER SCHOOL CARE

The School Day
Junior Kindergarten — classes begin 9:00 a.m. and end 3:00 p.m.
Senior Kindergarten — classes begin 9:00 a.m. and end 3:10 p.m.

Before School Care

For all students in Kindergarten, supervising teachers are on duty from 8:00 a.m. until classes
begin at 9:00 a.m. There is no charge for this service. For safety reasons, no child may be dropped
off before 8:00 a.m. The school is not open until 8:00 a.m. and there is no adult supervision
before that time.

After School Care (the 3:26 Club)
Students are expected to be picked up promptly at the end of classes. Children whose parents are
unavoidably detained will be placed in the 3:26 Club.

Should you need longer after school care, you may register your child(ren) in the 3:26 Club which
runs from 3:26 to 5:30 p.m. You can select the full five-day program or any option of your choice
(i.e. one to four days a week). The program is co-ordinated by Ms. Elissa Brown and consists of a
playtime, a supervised study period, planned recreational activities and a nutritious snack.
Kindergarten children registered in the 3:26 Club will be supervised in their classroom from 3:00
to 3:25 p.m. Any student whose behavior is disruptive will be asked to withdraw from the program.

Note: The 3:26 Club is offered free to students in our Kindergarten program for the 2010-2011
school year.
