Loran Scholarship – www.loranaward.ca The Loran Awards program seeks well-rounded 
students who demonstrate character, promise of leadership and strong commitment to service 
in the community.  Deadline for direct pool applicants is October 26, 2011. 
 
The Canadian Morehead-Cain Scholarship – This scholarship is affiliated with the Loran Award 
based on the four criteria of moral force of character, scholarship, physical vigor, and leadership.  
It is only tenable at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. 
 
Toyota Earth Day Scholarship – www.earthday.ca/scholarship The Toyota Earth Day Scholarship 
Program encourages and rewards graduating Canadian high school students who have 
distinguished themselves through environmental community service, extracurricular and 
volunteer activities, and academic excellence. The application for the 2012 year will be posted 
on their website in October 2011.

The purpose of the National Scholarship Programme is to encourage and promote the 
attainment of higher education goals by top students in Canada who have demonstrated a high 
level of academic achievement and made a positive contribution to their school and 
community.

Scholarships are offered annually to Canadian high school graduates who wish to take their 
undergraduate degree at Cambridge University in England.
